Pharmacy Director Zane Smith, RPh, is a
licensed pharmacist with more than 30 years
experience in retail pharmacy services. Zane
and his wife Karen Smith are both certified
compound pharmacists. Together, they have
opened and staffed five 340B pharmacies for
health centers in Oregon. 

Medical Director Dr. Carla McKelvey
describes the new pharmacy as another step
in the health center’s commitment to the
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most comprehensive care possible with a
pharmacy team that provides great service
and patient education.

The decision to invest in a new pharmacy
was based on the challenge many patients
face when paying for prescriptions, Board
Vice-chairwoman Leesa Cobb announced in
June.
